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ATAR INFORMATION

WHAT IS THE ATAR?

The Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (ATAR) is

the standard measure of a student’s overall academic
achievement in relation to that of other students. It is
intended to help tertiary institutions select
applicants into their courses.

The ATAR is a percentile rank, not a mark. This rank
indicates a student’s position relative to other
students in their age group in any given year.

An ATAR is expressed as a number on a 2000-point
scale from 99.95 down to 0.00 in steps of 0.05.
The highest ATAR is 99.95, then 99.90, then 99.85,
and so on, down to 0.00. An ATAR below 30.00 is
reported as ‘30.00 or less’.

ATAR ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible for a Queensland ATAR, you must:

 Satisfactorily complete (i.e. achieve a minimum
grade of C or higher) an English subject (Unit 3, Unit
4); English, English as an Additional Language,
English and Literature Extension, Literature, or
Essential English

» Complete five General subjects (at Units 3 and 4) or
complete four General subjects (at Units 3 and 4)
plus one Applied subject (at Units 3 and 4) or a
completed VET qualification at AQF Certificate Il
level or higher

e Accumulate your results within a five-year period.

ENGLISH SUBJECT REQUIREMENT

While you must satisfactorily complete an English
subject to be eligible for an ATAR, your English result
will only be included in your ATAR calculation if it is
one of your best five scaled results.

To satisfactorily complete a subject, you must attain
a letter grade of ‘C’ or higher.

ACCUMULATED AND ACCELERATED RESULTS

Your ATAR is based on the aggregate of scaled results
in your best five eligible subjects, irrespective of the
year in which the subjects are completed.

Most students are expected to follow a traditional
pattern of accumulating their results over two years
of study in Years 11 and 12, with results at Units 3
and 4 achieved over the one year (Year 12).

To cater for students who are unable to undertake
five subjects in one year, an ATAR can be calculated
based on results achieved over five consecutive
years. Completing one eligible subject each year over
a five-year period should qualify you for an ATAR.

HOW IS THE ATAR CALCULATED?

Your ATAR will be calculated in three steps

1. The Queensland Curriculum and Assessment
Authority (QCAA) provides your Unit 3 and 4
subject results in General and Applied subjects
and completed VET qualifications to QTAC.

2. QTAC scales these subject results and VET
qualifications. This produces scaled results.

3. ATARs are then allocated to students based on the
total (aggregate) of their best five scaled results.

Note: Only completed VET qualifications listed
in your QCAA student learning account will

be sent to QTAC. To check your account,

visit myqce.qcaa.qld.edu.au.

ATAR AND ADJUSTMENT FACTORS

When your QTAC application is assessed,

adjustment factors are added to the selection rank
after ATARs are calculated, according to individual
tertiary institution rules. Adjustments do not change
your ATAR, and will not be displayed in your ATAR
Portal, but change your selection rank for a particular
course at a particular institution on your QTAC
application only.



Adjustments may be applied for factors such as
performance in certain Year 12 and university
subjects, living or attending school in a certain
location, and consideration through QTAC’s
Educational Access Scheme (EAS). Refer to page 14
for information on adjustment factors and EAS.
Adjustment factors are applied differently from
institution to institution and from course to course.
Visit each institution’s website for more details.

VET QUALIFICATIONS FOR TERTIARY ENTRY

Completed Vocational Education and Training (VET)
courses can be used for tertiary entry in two ways:

e VET included in the ATAR; and/or
o VET as a standalone basis of admission.

How VET is incorporated into the

ATAR calculation

The VET qualifications that count towards ATAR
eligibility are completed Certificate Ill, Certificate IV,
Diploma and Advanced Diploma qualifications.

Each VET qualification level will have a single scaled
result that can be included in your ATAR calculation.

That scaled result in any one year is the same
regardless of the field of study, duration or content of
the VET qualification (for example, a Certificate Il in
Hospitality and a Certificate Ill in Laboratory Skills =
same scaled result).

VET as a standalone basis of admission
Institutions may consider completed VET
qualifications at Certificate Il level and higher as a
standalone basis of tertiary admission. Visit each
institution’s website for more details.

PERFORMING ARTS QUALIFICATIONS FOR
TERTIARY ENTRY

Performing Arts qualifications such as AMEB awards
are not eligible inputs into the ATAR calculation.
However, some institutions may consider these
qualifications as a standalone basis of tertiary study.

ATARs will be released online via the QTAC ATAR
Portal on Thursday 18 December 2025. To receive your
ATAR, you must register for access (using a private
non-school email) to the QTAC ATAR Portal.

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COURSE ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

ELIGIBILITY

Institution admission criteria apply to every applicant
for every course. The criteria can be different for each
institution. These include:

e Prerequisites, and
e |nstitution admission rules.

PREREQUISITES

Prerequisites are entry requirements you must meet
before you are considered for entry.

Subject prerequisites

Subject prerequisites are subjects you must
complete and achieve a specified result before you
are considered for entry. The most common subject
prerequisite is English (Units 3 and 4, C), which
means you must study English and achieve a
minimum grade of C or higher in Units 3 and 4.
General English subjects to meet this requirement
are: English, English as an Additional Language,
Literature, English and Literature Extension. Not all
courses have subject prerequisites. Some courses
have assumed knowledge and/or recommended
study. If your course has assumed knowledge or
recommended study, you can get in without having
studied the particular assumed knowledge/
recommended study subject. However, you’ll probably
find you’re better off if you have studied it, because
the institution will assume, or recommend, that you
have the subject knowledge.

Other prerequisites

Some courses have other prerequisites (i.e. creative
and performing arts have interviews, portfolios or
auditions that you must pass first). Other courses
may have a prior tertiary study prerequisite, meaning
you need to have already completed another course,
like a diploma or bachelor’s degree, to gain entry.

MERIT

If you meet the course eligibility requirements, you
will be considered for an offer based on merit (i.e.
based on your selection rank). For some courses,
achieving a minimum ATAR (selection rank) is enough
to get an offer.

For other courses, you’ll need a better ATAR than
other applicants to successfully compete for a place
ahead of them. For a small number of competitive
courses, like medicine or dentistry, you may need
even more, such as results in certain subjects, or a
minimum score in the University Clinical Aptitude
Test (UCAT), for example.

Check QTAC’s Course Search for requirements, or visit
each institution’s website for further details.

If the course you want to get in to doesn’t need an
ATAR for entry, and you meet the institution
admission rules, you don’t need to compete for a
place and will simply receive an offer for the course
when offers are made.

If you meet the entry requirements for your chosen
course, you will be considered for an offer. If you
get an offer, it means you’ve been given a place

in a course. Refer to page 16 for more information
about offers.

ADDING PREFERENCES

TYPES OF ADJUSTMENT FACTORS

Below are some common types of adjustment factors
that can apply extra points to your selection rank.
Contact the institution you’re interested in for more
information on adjustments types offered.

Subject Adjustments

Subject adjustments are made for passing specific
Year 12 subjects. These may include: Specialist
Mathematics, a Language Other Than English (LOTE),
or a university-level subject studied during your
senior education. To receive subject adjustments, you
must be a current Year 12 student. They are made to
your QTAC application automatically, after we've
received your Year 12 results.

Location Adjustments

Location adjustments are made based on your
proximity to the institution you’re applying for. For
example, some institutions give you additional points
for being a local resident, or for living in a regional or
remote area. Location adjustments are made to your
QTAC application automatically, after you apply.

HOW TO APPLY

You can apply for the EAS by selecting your chosen
category or categories within your QTAC application.
If you decide to apply after submitting your QTAC
application, download the required forms from the
QTAC website and upload your completed documents
at: qtac.edu.au/qtac-documentation-upload.

WHO CAN APPLY

You can apply for the EAS if you are applying for
tertiary study through QTAC. You don’t have to be
currently studying to apply for the EAS, but most EAS
categories relate to circumstances that affected your
most recent studies.

SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION

The EAS is an evidence-based scheme. You must
provide documentation as evidence of the
disadvantage you have experienced. You will receive
an email invitation to complete an online EAS
application and submit supporting documents. The
supporting documentation needed for each EAS
category is outlined on the relevant cover sheet.

If you’re in Year 12 and are applying for school
environment or English language difficulty, you
must ask your school to complete the school
statement section of the online EAS application.

If you can’t provide the documentation, you should
submit a statement explaining why. You should also
include any alternative documents that may support
your case.

You can upload your documents by logging in to your
application at applications.qtac.edu.au. Or, visit
gtac.edu.au/qtac-documentation-upload and
complete the form.

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FEES AND COSTS

MATERIAL COSTS

Material costs include textbooks, stationery, and,
depending on your course, equipment like
calculators, lab coats, or uniforms.

It’s worth shopping around to compare prices on
material costs. For example, textbooks are
sometimes cheaper online, and you can often buy
discounted second-hand textbooks and equipment
from campus bookshops.

TRAVEL

Travel costs can include fuel, vehicle maintenance
and public transport fares. If you plan to study full-
time, you can take advantage of student discounts on
public transport. Students in South East Queensland
can visit translink.com.au for information on student
fares.

Some courses have field trips or professional
placements that require you to travel to complete the
practical component of your course. In these cases,
you may need to pay for fuel or fares, meals and
accommodation.

LIVING EXPENSES

Living expenses include meals, groceries, electricity,
internet and phone bills, clothing, medical expenses,
and entertainment. You can save money on groceries
by buying generic or home brand products, shopping
at low-cost supermarkets and buying items on
special.

Some retailers and websites offer student discounts

on fashion, technology, food, entertainment and more.

ACCOMMODATION

If you have to live away from home to study, you’ll
need to budget for accommodation. Many institutions
have on-campus accommodation and services to
help students find suitable off-campus
accommodation. Accommodation types include
residential colleges, student villages, townhouses,
apartments, share houses, and homestay. Fees vary
depending on the accommodation type. Visit
institution websites for information on
accommodation options and fees.

BUDGETING
One way to help manage your study costs is by

budgeting. Some institutions’ student support
services offer budgeting advice, and you can find lots
of free budget templates online. For example, the
Australian Government’s MoneySmart website has a
budget planner to help track spending and saving,
and tips for living on a student budget.

COURSE COSTS

Course fees are different for every course and vary
between institutions. You can find information on
course fees on institution websites.

PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES

Public universities and some private providers offer
Commonwealth supported places (CSPs), whereby
the Australian Government subsidies part of the cost
of your course fees, and you pay the remainder (i.e.
the ‘student contribution amount’). The amount you
pay varies between providers and courses.

CSPs are only available to domestic students. Visit
studyassist.gov.au for more information.

DIRECT APPLICATION INSTITUTIONS

Direct application institutions include registered
training organisations (RTOs) and private colleges.
Usually, you pay a full fee for studying through a
direct application institution. Contact the institution
you’re interested in for information on their course
fees.

TAFE QUEENSLAND

TAFE Queensland course costs depend on several
factors, including the type and length of the course
you choose, whether you are studying full-time,
part-time or online, whether you are eligible for
course credits or recognition of prior learning, and
whether you are entitled to, concessions, fee
exemptions or subsidised training.

TAFE Queensland offers a range of payment options
and concessions to eligible students. Visit
tafeqld.edu.au/courses/apply-and-enrol/what-it-
costs for more information on course fees.

FINANCIAL HELP

Financial help is available to students through the
Australian Government and institutions to assist with
the costs of study.



HIGHER EDUCATION LOAN PROGRAM (HELP)

The Australian Government’s Higher Education Loan
Program (HELP) comprises four HELP loan schemes
and the VET Student Loans program, which allows
students to defer payment of their course fees. To be
eligible for a HELP loan, you must be an Australian
citizen, New Zealand Special Category Visa holder or
permanent humanitarian visa holder. Visit
studyassist.gov.au for more information.

INCOME SUPPORT

A variety of Australian Government income support
schemes are available to students, including Youth

If you identify as an Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander person,

you may be given direct entry to a program based on your potential

to succeed through our Indigenous Direct Entry and Access Scheme
(IDEAS). This is a direct entry scheme for people who may not have
completed Year 12 or have no previous study experience. We'll consider
your past experience and potential to successfully complete university
studies as part of your application. High-school leavers completing
Year 12 are not eligible for IDEAS, visit usc.edu.au/ideas.

Indigenous Health Admissions Pathway

UniSC prioritises a number of places in select competitive health
programs for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students, including
the Bachelor of Medical Science, Bachelor of Midwifery, Bachelor of
Physiotherapy (Honours) and the Master of Dietetics (Sports Nutrition).
If you identify as Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander on your QTAC
application and don’t meet the minimum selection threshold, you may
still be eligible. usc.edu.au/ihap.

EARLY OFFER GUARANTEE

Take the stress out of your final year of high school and secure your
place at UniSC before you sit your final exams.

DEFERMENT POLICY

UniSC allows deferment for up to one year in most undergraduate
programs, the Master of Teaching programs and the Tertiary
Preparation Program. Exceptions apply. Successful applicants who
have accepted their offer through the QTAC system may defer the
commencement of their program by selecting deferment when
registering their offer response direct with UniSC.

Note: Deferment is not automatically approved for the Bachelor of
Medical Science (Griffith MD Provisional Entry for School Leavers)
(013231). Applicants made an offer for this program must request
deferment by emailing information@usc.edu.au outlining the reasons
for the request.

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GLOSSARY

Admission pathway: any option available to prospective higher
education students that will enable them to meet the entry
requirements of their chosen courses.

Adjustment factors: often referred to previously as bonus points,
these are additional points that may be used in combination with
an applicant’s ATAR or other rank to derive their adjusted
selection rank. Adjustments only change ATARs or ranks for a
particular course or courses.

Advanced standing: a form of credit for any previous learning.
Refer also to Recognition of prior learning (RPL).

AMEB: Australian Music Examinations Board.

Associate degree: a qualification, usually involving two years of
study, that gives students the basic technical and academic
knowledge and skills needed for employment or further study in
their chosen field.

Assumed knowledge: the minimum level of achievement in Senior
subjects considered necessary for successful first year tertiary
study.

ATAR: Australian Tertiary Admission Rank. The standard measure
of a Year 12 student’s overall academic achievement in relation to
that of other students, expressed as a number on a 2000-point
scale from 99.95 down to 0.00 in steps of 0.05. An ATAR below 30
is reported as, “30.00 or less”.

Bachelor’s degree: a qualification usually requiring three or four
years’ fulltime or the equivalent part-time study.

Bridging course:a course designed to cover subject knowledge,
which helps students gain knowledge in specialist areas that are
a core component of a course. If a course requires a prerequisite
in an area that students have not studied, a bridging course will
help students bridge the gap in that knowledge and gain
admission.

Campus: the grounds of a university or other higher education
institution.

Combined, double or dual degree: a degree combining two fields
of study, resulting in the award of two degrees or one degree
encompassing two fields of study.

Competitive: having an ATAR or selection rank equal to or better
than that required for entry.

Course: a series of subjects required for and leading to the award
of a qualification.

Course duration: the length of time in months and years in which
a course should be completed if studied on a full-time or part-
time basis.

CSP: Commonwealth supported place.

Deferment: a process that allows you to delay the
commencement of your studies.

Direct application: an application made directly to a higher
education provider rather than through a tertiary admissions
centre.

Distance education: study taken by students who are not
physically present in a traditional setting such as a classroom.
Refer also to External.

EAS: Educational Access Scheme.

Enabling course: a course designed to provide students with
skills needed for success in further study, to assist in the
transition to tertiary education; for example, study techniques or
English language skills. Successful completion helps prepare a
person to be admitted to a course that leads to a

higher education award.

Entry requirements: the requirements an applicant must meet to
be considered for entry.

External: a mode of study taken off campus. Refer also to
Distance education Gap year: a period, typically a year, taken by a
student as a break between school and tertiary study.

GPA: Grade Point Average.
HELP: Higher Education Loan Program (formerly HECS).

Honours: advanced or specialised study, usually one year in
duration, that students can take as part of or after a bachelor’s
degree if they have outstanding academic results.

Institution: an educational organisation e.g. a university, college
or TAFE.

Location: the place a course is offered.

Major: an area of specialisation that focuses on a particular field
of study e.g. history.

Merit: the two measures of merit are the ATAR and selection rank.

Mixed mode learning: a mode of study in which students learn
through a combination of classroom-based and self-directed
online learning, and workplace activity.

Offer round: a date on which offers of higher education places are
issued to applicants, whether through a tertiary admissions
centre or directly by a higher education provider.

Postgraduate course: a course studied after an undergraduate
degree.

Prerequisite: an entry requirement, such as a subject, portfolio,
audition or interview, that an applicant must meet before they are
considered for entry.

Professional award: healthcare qualifications, creative arts
qualifications or membership of professional associations that
may be awarded a selection rank.

Program: refer to Course.

QCAA:Queensland Curriculum and Assessment Authority.
QCE: Queensland Certificate of Education.

Quota: the estimated number of places available in a course.

Recommended study: non-compulsory subjects that institutions
suggest students take while at school to give them a better
understanding of course content.

Recognition of prior learning (RPL): a process used to assess an
individual’s relevant prior learning (including formal, informal and
non-formal learning) to determine the credit that may be granted
towards completion of a qualification. Also known as credit
transfer.

Selection rank: a numerical score between 99.95 (highest) and
0.00 (lowest) used to compare applicants for the purpose of
tertiary entry.

Specialisation: refer to Major.

Student contribution: the amount a student must pay towards a
Commonwealth supported place.

Transcript: an official record of a student’s academic
performance issued by an institution.

UCAT: University Clinical Aptitude Test.

Undergraduate degree: a course such as an associate or
bachelor’s degree, usually undertaken by a student who has not
previously graduated from university.

VET: Vocational Education and Training.
