Applying for an exemption 

 

Exemptions may be considered for the following reasons only and must be 11+ consecutive school days:
• illness or hospitalisation (including recovery period at home)
• ‘carer’ responsibilities
• diagnosed mental health condition
• diagnosis of terminal medical condition
• temporary interstate or overseas relocation where the family intends to return to Queensland

Holidays and Overseas Travel are NOT eligible for exemption.
Teaching staff are not required to supply school work to students taking leave during the school term.
